In 1934 the institution was renamed in
recognition of its most generous benefactor, C.C. Chapman, successful real estate
investor, church leader, politician, and citrus grower. Chapman College moved to the
city of Orange in 1954. In September of 1991 the college became Chapman University,
further strengthening its commitment to international education and an innovative
undergraduate curriculum and graduate programs.
