Maria Elena Buszek is Associate Professor of Art History at the University of Colorado Denver,
where she teaches courses on modern and contemporary art.

He worked (very briefly) with Francis Ford Coppola on Bram Stoker’s
Dracula in (1992) and his portfolio includes production design on the Disney film, Atlantis: The Lost Empire
(2001). He lives somewhere in Southern California with his wife, daughter, a lot of books and a cat.
